They focus on building safe, welcoming cultures, hearing and valuing children’s 
voices, working closely with families, celebrating diversity, making sure the right 
people work with children, responding quickly to concerns, and always looking for 
ways to improve safety. 

Throughout 2026, our school will review its compliance against the new Child Safe Standards using a phased approach 
in line with Queensland Family and Child Commission guidelines. We will review, self-assess and report against 
selected Standards each term, building towards full implementation and continuous improvement across all Standards 
by the end of the year. This staged process allows St Kevin’s School to embed the Standards meaningfully and ensure 
our practices reflect the needs, voices and safety of our students. 

As a Catholic school within the Archdiocese of Brisbane, we honour the Archdiocesan Safeguarding Commitment and 
uphold the values of Catholic education in our safeguarding practices. 

This School Safeguarding Plan is developed in consultation with students, families, and employees, and is 
contextualised to our local school environment. It reflects our commitment to continuous improvement, cultural safety, 
and child-centred practice, and is supported by both Brisbane Catholic Education policies and procedures and school-
specific safeguarding actions.

At St Kevin’s School, the safety and wellbeing of students is a clearly articulated and consistently enacted 
priority, embedded within leadership practices, governance structures, and everyday school operations. 
Safeguarding is intentionally maintained as a lived practice rather than a static set of policies, ensuring 
it remains visible, relevant, and responsive across the school community.  
 
Staff data reflects strong agreement that student safety is prioritised, safeguarding responsibilities are 
clearly understood, and policies and procedures are consistently implemented. These results indicate that 
safeguarding values are well established at both a cultural and procedural level. This commitment 
is demonstrated through a range of deliberate and sustained practices, including:  
 

• Weekly S.T.A.R meetings include safeguarding as a standing agenda item to monitor trends and 
drive responsive action.  

• Ongoing consultation with governance and partners (Parish, School Board, F.A.C.E, OSHC and BCE 
teams) to review safeguarding processes and coordinate practice across contexts.  

• Termly principal-led assemblies explicitly reinforce child safety messages, reporting pathways, 
expected staff behaviours and how to seek help.  

• Student Protection Contacts are highly visible and accessible, reinforced through classroom 
displays, high-traffic signage, assemblies and staff induction (including new and relief staff).  

• Whole-school prevention and teaching through PB4L (SHINE Behaviour Matrix), Second Step, the 
Daniel Morcombe Child Safety Curriculum, and Bullying. No Way! Week.  

• Regular safeguarding communication to families and staff via newsletters, email, BCE Connect, 
stand-ups, staff meetings and “Keeping Connected” updates (including reviews of processes such 
as duty rosters).  

• Clear reporting and escalation processes, supported by data sharing, WHS/risk and compliance 
meetings, and annual mandatory Code of Conduct and Student Protection training. 

 
Together, these practices demonstrate that safeguarding at St Kevin’s is actively championed by 
leadership, reinforced through systems and structures, and lived out in daily interactions, ensuring student 
safety and wellbeing remains a shared and sustained responsibility.
